“What the Socialist aims at is the substitution, for this Dictatorship of
" the Capitalist, of government of the people by the people and for the people,
in all the industries and services by which the people live.

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Democracy to industry, though it has its own inherent value as an unique
educational force, is in the eyes of the Socialist also a means to an end,
namely, a more equitable sharing of the national product among all members
of the community, in order that there should be available for all the
members of the community that largest attainable measued of personal
freedom. Hence the purpose of Socialism is twofold; the application of
Democracy to industry and the adoplion by this Social Democracy of the
principle of maximising equality in ‘life, liberly and the pursuit of happi-
ness.”
